I. OUR LORD EXPECTS US TO FORGIVE ONE ANOTHER (21-22)
a. Our Sin is Always Directed against God ultimately 
b. Our Sin Always causes Pain
c. Our sinful hearts long to keep score
d. Our Sin-bearing Lord commands us to forgive seventy times seven or seventy seven times

II. OUR LORD ILLUSTRATES THE NECESSITY OF FORGIVING SINS (23-34)
a. Our lord illustrates failed forgiveness through a parable
b. Our Lord will carry out final judgment (23)
c. Our Lord longs to demonstrate His love by forgiving us our sins (24-27)
d. Our Lord will judge the hard heart that does not forgive (28-35)
e. Application of Hard-Heart

III. OUR LORD SHOWS FORGIVEN SINNERS HOW TO FORGIVE SINNERS FROM THE HEART (33)
a. We are to forgive as God forgives- (33)
b. We have been forgiven of our sins
c. We now reflect God’s glory back to Him by loving and forgiving sins
d. We must forgive one another from our hearts
